Information Gap: East Asia Games

This activity provides the opportunity for all students to ask and respond to questions at a reasonably easy level.  The activity should only take 15 minutes at the most – though I haven’t tested it out yet. 

A key element to the activity being effective is that students MUST ask the question and develop their speaking skills.   Some students will take the easy way out and simply show their card to others.  I don’t know an easy solution to this.  They should also try to be accurate with grammar when asking the questions. 

The easiest approach is for students to initially pair up and take turns sharing as much information as they can – both students will probably still have some gaps.  They may then approach other students to continue asking questions until they have filled all the gaps. 

This is also a good opportunity to develop/ reinforce additional vocabulary – eg “venue”, “location” – esp with repeated use of the words. 

Another supplementary activity with any places students do not know  - would be to use Google maps to show the location – and even use the direction finder to find out distance / travel times. 
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To fill in all the gaps on your sheet, you must ask talk with other students and ask questions.  You will also be able to give information to other students.
